With John Paul Il receiving the first step in the process of being recognized as a Saint by the Roman Catholic
Church, it seems appropriate to talk about the process.

The process itself is called CanonizationCanon is from the Latin for standard or measuring stick. The Saint becomes
someone we recognize as one who has lived the life Jesus called thenitsaint is a model for us to
follow.

In the early Church, the people of faith recognized certain people as Saints through popular acclamation.

and other documents are gathered for evaluation.

All this information is passed on to the Congregation for the Causes of Sainthood, a department of the Vaticayine
theologians examine the evidence to determine its validityBishops and Cardinals, belonging to the congregation, then
evaluate it. Their recommendation is then sent to the Holy Father (the Pope) and the proclamation decree of
Avenerabl ed is given.

I n order to receive the title fAbeatifi edo, Atminaeleivaesapers a l
natural event which is neither caused nor explained by natural or human meandf a person asks for a miracle through

the intercession of the candidate and it can be proven and verified that the candidate interceded on their behalf, the
proclamation of Beatification can occur. Venerable candidates who died for their faith, martyrs, are exempt from this
step.

Martyr (venerable) and those beatified are then brought to the third and final step in the procesOne more miracle
needs to be proven and verifiedOnce this is done, the Abeatifiedod candi
a recognized Saint of the Church.

The recognized Saint joins the ranks of those recognized before him or hePrayers are written, churches are named,
feast days are identified, icons and holy images are made and relics are obtained for the honoring of the new saint.

The Holy Spirit guides the Church in the long process of Canonization so no human errors are made and so that we can
be assured that the candidate in question in no way contradicted church teachings or lived in an unholy manner.

John Paul Il has already been named Venerable and is in the Beatification processes which is unusually fasmiracle
of healing is being investigated which may be attributed to his intercessioigo, we may hear in the next couple of years
that he has been beatified if the miracle can be authenticated and attributed to him.
