Or 

think of a place you come to regularly, and each time think where Christ 

might be in this place, what Christ might do there, or what you might be 

led to do for Christ.  

  *     Attend special worship services. Perhaps it is going to daily Mass, 

praying the Stations of the Cross, or Wednesday Adoration.   

  *     Try to find a new way every day to bring to mind Jesus' death on 

the cross, and why it happened. http://www.spirithome.com/lent.html 

  

Remember, our Lenten observances and practices are not ends in them-

selves, but are merely spiritual helps to draw us more deeply into oneness 

with all that Jesus is about.
